Dear friends, being the son of two
Holocaust survivors came with certain
responsibilities: living up to all that my
parents’ survival meant, representing the
rebirth of a family that had been mostly
wiped out, and giving optimism and hope
to my parents’ future. It also came with the
responsibility of memory.
